The Story of The Jesse Tree

The Jesse Tree represents the family tree, or genealogy of Jesus Christ. It tells the story of God's salvation plan,
beginning with creation and continuing through the Old Testament, to the coming of the Messiah. The Jesse Tree
is named from Isaiah 11:1: "A shoot will come up from the stump of Jesse; from his roots a branch will bear

fruit." (Jesse was the father of King David.) In Matthew chapter one, the Messiah, Jesus, is traced from the line of
King David, and back to Abraham.

The Jesse Tree is a vehicle to tell the Story of God in the Old Testament, and to connect the Advent Season with
the faithfulness of God across 4,000 years of history. The Branch is a biblical sign of newness out of discourage-
ment, which became a way to talk about the expected messiah. It is an appropriate symbol of Jesus the Christ, who
is the revelation of the grace and faithfulness of God.

The Jesse Tree is an Advent Tree anticipating the coming of Christmas. Ornaments created from traditional sym-
bols of this time are hung from the branches of the Jesse Tree to remind us that Jesus is the reason for the season!
