What is Eucharistic Adoration?  
 

As Catholics, we believe in the Re-
al Presence of Jesus' Body, Blood, 
Soul and Divinity in the Eucha-
rist.  After communion, the conse-
crated hosts are taken to the tab-
ernacle where He yearns to re-
ceive a visit from all of us, His chil-
dren, for a heart to heart moment. 
 

Adoration of the Blessed Sacra-
ment takes place every Wednesday 
following the 8:15 a.m. Mass and 
finishes at 5:30 pm, with Benedic-
tion before the 6:00 p.m. Mass.  
When Jesus is exposed, He needs 
to be in company of his children 
(adorers) and He can't be left alone 
during these hours.  He is our 
Guest of Honor -  in the same way 
you would not leave your guest un-
attended.  Prayer before the 
Blessed Sacrament is nothing less 
than a close, private conversation 
with a living person . . .  
Jesus Christ in the Eucharist.  It is 
about as close as we can come in 
this life to talking with God face to 
face.
